We announced the results of our quiet campaign in worship on June 29th.
Members of our Diaconate and Session with your pastors pledged $26,500, or
one-third, of our $80,000 goal for the “Building Renovations for the Future”
campaign.

While these renovations will not begin until June 1, 2015, when the preschool
will be on break and church programs will be in summer mode, your pledge
contributions to “Building Renovations for the Future” are greatly appreciated
now.

2015.
