Campaign Goal: $80,000.00 
Pledged to Date: $62,943.00

$80,000 will be $88,563.00. As was announced recently during wor-
ship and through our publications, the best and lowest bid for the 
renovation was $108,000. As a result of recent giving, the gap is now 
only $19,437.00.
