MEMORIAL GARDEN

The Memorial Garden is established for
prayer, meditation and cremated re-
mains of members of Northwood Pres-
byterian Church. The garden is church
property and a noncommercial venture.
It is not a cemetery. Lots will not be
sold and deeds will not be issued.

PERSONS ELIGIBLE

Members and affiliate members of
Northwood Presbyterian Church and
their immediate family members are
eligible to have their ashes placed in
the garden. Exceptions may be made by
the Memorial Garden Board.

PROCESS

Persons interested in arranging for a
plaque to be included in the Memorial
Garden will complete an application
and submit a donation of $250.00 for
each individual. This cost provides for
a bronze plaque to be mounted on the
East wall of the sanctuary and the per-
petual maintenance of the garden.
There is no charge for placing ashes.

PLACEMENT OF CREMAINS

In order to maintain the simple beauty
of the garden, no visible evidence of
the placement will be seen.

RESERVING A SPACE

You may reserve a place for your plaque
on the wall next to a family member by
paying in advance and indicating your
preference. Ashes will be placed
throughout the garden.

MEMORIAL SERVICE

The pastors of Northwood will be happy
to arrange an appropriate service for
you.

FLOWERS/PLANTINGS

The Memorial Garden Board shall gov-
ern the placement of flowers and plant-
ings. Requests for specific flowers and
plantings should be made to the board.

DONATIONS

The Memorial Garden Board will accept
donations to help with the cost of pre-
serving and maintaining the garden. The
board reserves the right to determine the
use of such donations.
